Abstract

Since 2017, this long-term photographic project has been dedicated to capturing
the lives of Palestinian teenagers growing up amidst decades of military conflict. It
unveils a forgotten narrative of life in the shadow of the separation wall, amid

statelessness, checkpoints, and everyday violence.

Faded posters of martyrs adorn the walls of houses at risk of demolition, crammed
into ghettos where images of stone-throwing and machine-gun fire during
perpetual riots paint a vivid picture of youth marked by past traumas and an

uncertain future.

The black-and-white photographs, taken with a Leica M7 camera and Kodak
T-Max film, deliberately evoke the aesthetics and visual representation of historical
Palestinian uprisings (Intifadas), suggesting recurring patterns and an uncertain

future mired in geopolitics.

The ten photographs presented in this selection have been meticulously curated
from thousands of images captured over several years of fieldwork. Conducted in
collaboration with activists and international NGOs such as Amnesty International,
Save the Children, and Defence for Children International Palestine (DCI
Palestine), and based on numerous reports issued by these organizations, a photo

book publication of this project is planned for 2025.

The aim of this project is to weave together the visual and personal stories of
Palestinian youth, drawing the international community's attention to the
enduring conflict and its profound impact on future generations. The photographs,
collated with interviews, seek to provoke reflection, foster empathy, and inspire a

call to action.
