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ABSTRAKT

V dobé socialismu bylo Bulharsko pro mnoho Cechii jednou z mala dostupnych pfimofskych destinaci. PfestoZe pad
Zelezné opony v roce 1989 oteviel Cechiim piistup k novym destinacim, jejich vérnost ¢ernomoiskému pobreZi
pretrvava. Tato prace zkouma soucasny stav ¢eského turismu na bulharském pobreZi Cerného more, konkrétné v
letovisku Primorsko, které je nejoblibené;jsi destinaci ¢eskych turistd. Inspirovana osobni nostalgii, ktera rezonuje s
mnoha Cechy pamatujicimi doby socialismu, jsem zkoumala, jak se zpiisob traveni dovolené v této oblibené destinaci
vyvinul. AvSak fenomén typického "Ceského turisty" z dob socialismu jiz vymizel. Globalizace stira rozdily mezi turisty
riznych narodnosti, coz vede k unifikaci turistického prostredi - vSudypritomné komerci, zibavé a konzumu, které
jsou charakteristické pro souc¢asny masovy turismus. Prace poukazuje na to, jak globalizace transformovala kdysi
distinktivni cestovatelskou zkuSenost do univerzalniho zazitku, ktery se 1isi jen minimalné od jinych primorskych
destinaci. Zaroven vSak odhaluje, Ze navzdory této homogenizaci si Primorsko udrzuje sviij jedine¢ny vztah s Ceskymi
turisty, byt v pozménéné forme.
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ABSTRACT

During the socialist era, Bulgaria was one of the few accessible seaside destinations for many Czechs. Although the fall
of the Iron Curtain in 1989 opened up access to new destinations for Czechs, their loyalty to the Black Sea coast
persists. This work examines the current state of Czech tourism on the Bulgarian Black Sea coast, specifically in the
resort of Primorsko, which is the most popular destination for Czech tourists. Inspired by a personal nostalgia that
resonates with many Czechs remembering the socialist era, I have explored how the way of spending holidays in this
popular destination has evolved. However, the phenomenon of the typical "Czech tourist" from the socialist era has
already disappeared. Globalisation is blurring the distinctions between tourists of different nationalities, leading to the
unification of the tourist environment - the ubiquitous commercialism, entertainment and consumerism that
characterise contemporary mass tourism. The thesis highlights how globalisation has transformed a once-distinctive
travel experience into a universal experience that differs only minimally from other seaside destinations. At the same
time, however, it reveals that despite this homogenisation, Primorsko maintains its unique relationship with Czech
tourists, though in an altered form.
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
