Souborem cernobilych fotografii pojmenovanym Jiterni Ves, volné¢ navazuji na dvé predchozi klauzurni
prace mého studia na ITF. Fotografie vznikaji v malé vesni¢ce, kde jsem jako dité trdvila prazdniny a
vikendy, a kam se stale vracim. Subjektivnim zachycenim situacnich d&ji oteviram své vlastni piibehy,
ukryté v podvédomi. Obrazy z mista, které je odfiznuté od okoli nikoliv ploty, ale pouhou vzdélenosti,
evokuji vzpominky na bezstarostné obdobi plné radosti, objevovani svéta a formovani prvnich Zivotnich
hodnot. Jde o emocionalni stopy, které v nasi paméti zlstavaji po cely zivot - chvile stravené s rodinou a
prateli, ale také okamziky, jez utvaiely nase osobni pfibéhy. Momenty spojené s piirodou, hrami, prvnimi
objevy nebo kazdodennimi ritualy. Zazitky z détstvi nam Casto poskytuji utocisté, do kterého se mizeme
vracet v t€z§ich obdobich, a pfipominaji ndm hodnoty ziskané v tomto nevinném a formujicim case. Diky
opakovanému zachycovani téchto obrazii mam jedine¢nou mozZnost vracet se do svého détstvi. Vnimam
pomijivost ¢asu - svého i nastupujici generace - a uveédomuji si diilezitost zachycovani déju, které tvoii nejen
pribéhy jejich aktérh, ale i mij vlastni a piib¢h Jiterni Vsi.
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With the series of black-and-white photographs titled Jiterni Ves, 1 loosely follow on from two previous
semester projects of my studies at ITF. The photographs are created in a small village where I used to spend
holidays and weekends as a child and where I continue to return. Through a subjective depiction of
situational events, I open my own stories hidden in the subconscious. The images from a place isolated from
its surroundings not by fences, but by mere distance, evoke memories of a carefree time full of joy,
discovery, and the formation of early life values. They represent emotional traces that remain in our memory
throughout life — moments spent with family and friends, but also experiences that shaped our personal
stories. Moments connected to nature, games, first discoveries, or everyday rituals. Childhood experiences
often provide us with a refuge to which we can return in difficult times and remind us of the values gained
during this innocent and formative period. Through the repeated capturing of these scenes, I have a unique
opportunity to return to my childhood. I perceive the transience of time — my own and that of the emerging
generation — and I realize the importance of documenting events that form not only the stories of their
participants, but also my own and that of Jiterni Ves.
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
