Abstract

For along time, | did not question it or truly engage with it, until
recently, when my grandmother passed away and the ritual as
well as the prayer were passed on to me. Since then, the story
has returned.

With this photographic project, | try to come closer to it and to
read it anew. | investigate how traditions are passed on and what
kind of responsibility they carry. At the same time, | ask myself
how healing can be understood as a process, something that
unfolds between memory, body, ritual, and narration.
